Financial Aid Satsfactory Academic Progress (SAP)

This policy applies to all students even if you are not receiving
fnancial aid for the period currently being monitored.
The Department of Educaton and the Commonwealth of Ken-

tucky each require you to meet Satsfactory Academic Progress (SAP)
requirements in order to maintain eligibility for federal and state
loans and grants. Failure to meet the standards as discussed below
could lead to loss of eligibility for both federal and state fnancial
assistance.

Students who are not meetng the Financial Aid Policy will be no-
tfed via Murray State University email and can review their status
in the Financial Aid tab within their myGate account.

How SAP is Determined

Qualitatve and Quanttatve requirements for SAP include:

* A minimum cumulatve grade point average (GPA) (earned at
Murray State University and all transferred credits)

* A maximum amount of tme allowed to complete all degree
requirements

= A minimum percentage of completed hours earned

Qualitatve Standard - Minimum GPA

The minimum cumulatve GPA requirements for Murray State
University (as shown in the chart below) are determined by the
number of credit hours you have atempted. Once the academic
probatonary period leads to academic suspension, you will also be
suspended for fnancial aid.

GPA Hours Atempted Cumulatve GPA
1-32 1.50
33-64 1.70
65-79 1.90
80 or more 2.00

Quanttatve Standard - Maximum Timeframe
The longest tme you can take to complete your degree is 1% tmes
the length of the published program length as shown below:

Completon Rate

You must earn a minimum of 67% of the total number of hours
you have atempted during your respectve undergraduate and/or
graduate career. To determine if you are meetng this requirement,
multply the total cumulatve hours you have atempted tmes .67
(.665 or above will be rounded up to .67.)

< Financial Aid reviews SAP at the end of each spring semester and
covers the preceding summer, fall, and spring terms.

 Financial Aid SAP requirements are not the same as the Academic
Suspension rules — each requires a separate appeal process. Refer
to the Registraton and Academic Records chapter or the Ofce of
the Registrar website for the Academic Suspension Appeal Policy.

Impact of Not Meetng SAP

Failure to meet any of the SAP requirements will result in a

Einancial Aid Suspension and make you ineligible to receive any
additonal federal or state fnancial aid.

Next Steps
Once a completed appeal and all supportng documentaton is
received by the OfFce of Financial Aid, a review of your individual
circumstance will be conducted and a determinaton will be made.
Decisions will fall into one of four potental categories.
1) Approved without Academic Plan
2) Approved with Academic Plan
3) Denied
4) Administratvely Denied
Decisions will be communicated to you via your Murray State
University email. All decisions are fnal.
If your appeal is approved, you will be placed on probaton for
a minimum of one (1) semester or for the length of the academic
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(14) “Residence” means the place of abode of a person and
the place where the person is physically present most of the tme
for a noneducatonal purpose in accordance with Secton 3 of this
administratve regulaton.

(15) “Student fnancial aid” means all forms of payments to a
student if one (1) conditon of receiving the payment is the enrollment
of the student at an insttuton, and includes student employment
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tonal purpose or by an act performed as a mater of convenience.

(d) Mere physical presence in Kentucky, including living with a
relatve or friend, shall not be suffcient evidence of domicile and
residency.

(e) A student or prospectve student shall respond to all requests
for informaton regarding domicile or residency requested by an in-
sttuton.

(2) The following facts, although not conclusive, shall have pro-
batve value in their entrety and shall be individually weighted, ap-
propriate to the facts and circumstances in each determinaton of
residency:

(a) Acceptance of an ofer of full-tme employment or transfer
to an employer in Kentucky or contguous area while maintaining
residence and domicile in Kentucky;

(b) Contnuous physical presence in Kentucky while in a nonstu-
dent status for the twelve (12) months immediately preceding the
start of the academic term for which a classifcaton of Kentucky
residency is sought;

(c)1. Filing a Kentucky resident income tax return for the calen-
dar year preceding the date of applicaton for a change in residency
status; or

2. Payment of Kentucky withholding taxes while employed dur-
ing the calendar year for which a change in classifcaton is sought;

(d) Full-tme employment of at least one (1) year while living in
Kentucky;

(e) Atendance as a full-tme, nonresident student at an out-of-
state insttuton based on a determinaton by that school that the
person is a resident of Kentucky;

(f) Abandonment of a former domicile or residence and estab-
lishing domicile and residency in Kentucky with applicaton to or
atendance at an insttuton following and incidental to the change
in domicile and residency;

(g) Obtaining licensing or certfcaton for a professional and oc-
cupatonal purpose in Kentucky;

(h) Payment of real property taxes in Kentucky;

(i) Ownership of real property in Kentucky, if the property was
used by the student as a residence preceding the date of applicaton
for a determinaton of residency status;

(j) Marriage of an independent student to a person who was
domiciled in and a resident of Kentucky prior to the marriage; and

(k) The extent to which a student is dependent on student fnan-
cial aid in order to provide basic sustenance.

(3) Except as provided in subsecton (4) of this secton, the fol-
lowing facts, because of the ease and convenience in completng
them, shall have limited probatve value in a determinaton that a
person is domiciled in and is a resident of Kentucky:

(a) Kentucky automobile registraton;

(b) Kentucky driver’s license;

(c) Registraton as a Kentucky voter;

(d) Long-term lease of at least twelve (12) consecutve months
of noncollegiate housing; and

(e) Contnued presence in Kentucky during academic breaks.

(4) The absence of a fact contained in subsecton (3) of this sec-
ton shall have signifcant probatve value in determining that a stu-
dent is not domiciled in or is not a resident of Kentucky.

Secton 11. Efect of a Change in Circumstances on Residency
== (1) If a person becomes independent or if the residency sta-
tus of a parent or parents of a dependent person changes, an inst-
tuton shall reassess residency either upon a request by the student
or a review initated by the insttuton.

(2) Upon transfer to a Kentucky insttuton, a student’s residency
status shall be assessed by the receiving insttuton.

(3) A reconsideraton of a determinaton of residency status for
a dependent person shall be subject to the provisions for contnu-
ous enrollment, if applicable.

Secton 12. Student Responsibilites. (1) A student shall report
under the proper residency classifcaton, which includes the fol-
lowing actons:

(a) Raising a queston concerning residency classifcaton;

(b) Making applicaton for change of residency classifcaton
with the designated oFce or person at the insttuton; and

(c) Notfying the designated ofce or person at the insttuton
immediately upon a change in residency.

(2) If a student fails to notfy an insttutonal ofcial of a change
in residency, an insttutonal ofcial may investgate and evaluate
the student’s residency status.

(3)(a) If a student fails to provide, by the date specifed by the in-
sttuton, informaton required by an insttuton in a determinaton
of residency status, the student shall be notfed by the insttuton
that the review has been canceled and that a determinaton has
been made.

(b) Notfcaton shall be made by registered mail, return receipt
requested.

(c) Notfcaton shall be made within ten (10) calendar days afer
the deadline for receipt of materials has passed.

(4)(a) The formal hearing conducted by an insttuton and the
fnal recommended order shall be a fnal administratve acton with
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(b) Not be an employee in the same organizatonal unit as the
residency appeals oFcer.

(3) An insttuton shall have writen procedures for the conduct
of a formal hearing that have been adopted by the board of trustees
or regents, as appropriate, and that provide for:

(a) A hearing oFcer to make a recommendaton on a residency
appeal,

(b) Guarantees of due process to a student that include:

1. The right of a student to be represented by legal counsel;
and

2. The right of a student to present informaton and to present
testmony and informaton in support of a claim of Kentucky resi-
dency; and

(c) A recommendaton to be issued by the hearing oFcer.

(4) An insttuton’s formal hearing procedures shall be fled with
the Council on Postsecondary Educaton and shall be available to a
student requestng a formal hearing.

Secton 15. Cost of Formal Hearings. (1) An insttuton shall pay
the cost for all residency determinatons including the cost of a for-
mal hearing.



Kentucky Department of Veterans Afairs Tuiton Waiver

Tuiton may be waived at any state-supported insttuton of high-
er educaton in Kentucky for those children, spouses and widow(er)s
of Kentucky residents who, while serving in the armed forces or the
Kentucky Natonal Guard, were killed on actve duty, who have died
as a result of a service-connected disability, who are permanently
and totally disabled, who were prisoners-of-war, or who have been
declared missing-in-acton. Dependents of living qualifying veterans
must be between the ages of 17 and 26. Tuiton fees are waived for
up to 45 months, or untl age 26, whichever comes frst. Neither the
age restricton nor the 45 month limitaton applies to dependents
of deceased veterans.
